It's almost time for the third annual Wichita Region Endurocross Solo! Woohoo!

For those of you who do not know what an Endurocross is and who have been missing out on the fun, it is an event where
each driver gets two runs consisting of three consecutive laps with the course all to yourself.

That's right, it's not your typical 'run one and done' thing. You will continue around the course until you see the flag person
waving you to the finish with the checkered flag.

The 'endurance' part comes into play because by the end of three consecutive runs your mind will already be wearing
down a little from so many inputs and outputs and you will notice you're breathing harder than usual. But there will also be
more adrenaline flowing than usual!

Due to the time required to run an Endurocross there is a cap of 40 drivers. | will maintain a waiting list in case there are
cancellations. Last minute cancellations are discouraged and you may be chastised or stoned by people on the waiting list
who miss their chance to drive.

Note: Sign up for heats 1 or 2 only! If heats 1 & 2 are full, sign up for heat 3 to be put on the waiting list.

This event will start on time so you must be registered, tech'd, and ready to roll by 10:30 a.m. as you will be working one
heat and driving the other. There will be no course walk between heats. Course walks must be completed prior to 10:30.
First heat drivers are asked to grid their cars as soon as possible.

You may request your heat
but the total number of drivers will be
divided evenly so you may be moved.

Runs per heat: 2
Laps per run: 3
